V.V.Uspenskii. The Memoirs of a Paris Taxi Driver. Edited by A.L.Serkov
A simple account of Paris and its inhabitants by a Russian refugee,
formerly a naval lieutenant, who worked there as a taxi driver for
many years. 2+ 22 pp.

M.N.Germanova. My jewel box. Edited by 1.Solov'eva
The Revolution, Civil War and emigration seen through the eyes
of a famous Moscow Art Theatre actress. 1917, the raising and
dashing of hopes in February, October, hunger in Moscow, work
at the Moscow Art Theatre, the Zimin Opera, «The Bat» cabaret,
flight from Moscow to Kiev, Novorossiisk, Tiflis and then the
usual refugee itinerary: Constantinople, Sofia, Belgrade, Zagreb,
Prague, Pars... Her theatrical work abroad, Kachalov, Knipper,
Tarasova, Massalitinov, attempts to establish a Russian theatre
company.

The author uses archival documents from RTsKhIDNI, RGALI
and the Hoover Institution to trace the biography of the two
Ehrenburg cousins who found themselves in Paris after the 1905
Revolution and to reconstruct the life of the Russian émigré com-
munity in the period between the two Revolutions. 34 pp.

O.V. Budnitskii. Attempting Reconciliation
Drawing on V.A.Maklakov's extensive personal archive at the
Hoover Institution, the author examines how the outlook of the
«last Russian ambassador to France» developed during and imme-
diately after the Second World War, including the split in the émi-
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gréecommunity and attempts at reconciliation with the Soviet
. authorities, notably the famous visit to the Soviet embassy by a
group of leading émigrés, 62 pp.

Aleksandr Danilevskii. The Autobiographical and the Prototypical: Iurii
Annenkov's «A Tale of Trivian
The author establishes the underlying basis for Annenkov's novel,
the prototypes of its protagonists, the historical events and per-
sonalities that fed the author's creativity and provided artistic ma-
terial for his work. 48 pp.

V.Kupchenko. Newspapers, people and events...: A Chronicle of M.A . Vo-
loshin in Paris m 1911-1912

A day-by-day account of Voloshin's sojourn in Paris, his meetings,

«We can only be chroniclers...»: M.Osorgin's letters to A.Poliakov (1940

1942). Edited by O.Demidova
These letters from the well-known writer to his colleague and P.Mi-
liukov's deputy on the newspaper «Poslednie novosti», which Osor-
gin contributed to for many years, cover the period of the German
occupation of France, when both the Osorgins and the Poliakovs
were forced to flee Paris. Their main themes are everyday life
during the War, worries about their feliow-writers and the position
of the émigrés dunng the occupation. The introduction and notes
place the letters in their historical context and contain supplemen-
tary information about the people mentioned in them.

The diary of the well-known Orientalist and his letters to the histo-
rian G.V. Vemnadskii are substantially concerned with «Eurasian»
problems: Russia's relations with the West and the Orient, reflec-
tions on the paths of Russia's development and the fate of her
culture. The introduction and detailed notes give supplementary
information of the topics discussed.

Russian Prague, Russian Nice, Russian Paris: From the Diary of Boris
Lazarevskil (Thirty-Three Letters from Mikhail Artsybashev, Ivan Bunin,
Aleksandr Kuprin, Il'ia Surguchev and others). Edited and introduced by
Sergel Shumikhin
These letters from his friends and fellow-writers taken from Laza-
revskil's diary give an impression of life in the places where the
Russian diaspora was concentrated in the first years after the
Revolution. The substantial introduction and detailed notes estab-
lish the context of the events described and provide information on
the historical background and the people mentioned.
